Unlessaspecified exception applies, before any person whoisnot
a licensed gun dedler transfers or attempts to transfer possession of a
firearm, he or she shall:
I Require that a background check be conducted of the
prospective transferee; and

! Obtain approval of the transfer from the Colorado bureau
of investigation (bureau) after a background check has
been requested by a licensed gun dealer.

A prospective firearm transferor shall arrange for the services of

one or more licensed gun dealers to obtain a background check. A
prospective firearm transferee shall not accept possession of a firearm
unless the prospective firearm transferor has obtained approval of the
transfer from the bureau after abackground check has been requested by
alicensed gun dealer.

A prospectivefirearmtransferee shall not knowingly providefase
Information to aprospectivefirearm transferor or to alicensed gun dealer
for the purpose of acquiring afirearm.

A person who violates the new provisions commits a class 1
misdemeanor.

Under current law, the clerk of the court of every judicial district
and probate court in the state must periodicaly report to the national
instant criminal background check system subject to specified court
ordersrelating to mental health or substance abuse.

The bill requires the clerk of the court to also report this
information to the Colorado bureau of investigation.

A court, upon becoming aware that the basis upon which arecord
of amentally ill person reported by the clerk of the court does not apply
or no longer applies, shall:

! Update, correct, modify, or remove the record from any
databasethat thefederal or state government maintainsand
makesavailabletothenational instant criminal background
check system, consistent with the rules pertaining to the
database; and

I Notify the attorney general that such basis does not apply
or no longer applies.

The bill sets forth a judicial process whereby a person who has
been prohibited from possessing afirearm may apply or petitionfor relief
from federal firearms prohibitions, as permitted by federal law.

In granting relief to apetitioner, the court shall issuefindingsthat:

! The petitioner is not likely to act in a manner that is
dangerous to public safety; and

! Granting relief to the petitioner isnot contrary to the public
interest.

If the court deniesrelief to apetitioner, the petitioner may petition
the court of appeals to review the denial, including the record of the
denying court. A review of adenial shall be de novo in that the court of
appeals may, but is not required to, give deference to the decision of the
denying court. In reviewing a denial, the court of appeals may receive
additional evidence necessary to conduct an adequate review.
