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A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING AUTHORIZATION FOR CERTAIN ALTERNATIVE FUEL
VEHICLESTO USE HIGH OCCUPANCY LANES.

Bill Summary

Current law allows alow-emission vehicleto use high occupancy
vehicle (HOV) and high occupancy toll (HOT) lanesif they meet certain
criteria and have been issued a sticker or decal. The bill authorizes a
transponder in lieu of a sticker or decal. A low-emission vehicle not
meeting the definition of an alternative fuel vehicleisno longer allowed

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touse HOV or HOT lanes, but avehicle authorized or on awaiting list as
of April 1, 2014, is allowed to continue to do so. An application for a
sticker, decal, or transponder must contain an affidavit in which the
applicant attests that his or her vehicle is an aternative fuel vehicle.

Currently, the number of low-emission vehicles authorized to use
the HOV or HOT lanesislimited to 2,000. The bill expands the number
of vehiclesto 6,000 vehicles, but the department of transportation may
subsequently increasethelimit if new lanes are added. The authorization
for an aternative fuel vehicle to use HOV or HOT lanes expires after 4
years or when the vehicle changes ownership.

PROMISES TO NOTIFY THE COLORADO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

(IV) (A) A TRANSPONDER OR STICKER OR DECAL EXPIRES WHEN
THE AUTHORIZATION FOR THE ALTERNATIVE FUEL VEHICLE TO USE HIGH
OCCUPANCY VEHICLE LANES EXPIRES UNDER SUB-SUBPARAGRAPH (A) OF
SUBPARAGRAPH (1) OF PARAGRAPH (d) OF THIS SUBSECTION (2.5).

(I1) THE OWNER AND THE VEHICLE COMPLY WITH PARAGRAPH (b)
OF THIS SUBSECTION (2.5).

SECTION 2. Act subject to petition - effective date. This act
takes effect October 1, 2014; except that, if areferendum petitionisfiled
pursuant to section 1 (3) of article V of the state constitution against this
act or an item, section, or part of this act within the ninety-day period
after final adjournment of the general assembly, then the act, item,
section, or part will not take effect unless approved by the people at the
general election to be held in November 2014 and, in such case, will take
effect on the date of the official declaration of the vote thereon by the

governor.
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
