BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. Section 45-41-242.06, Code of Alabama 1975,
is amended to read as follows:

(7) An additional member chosen by the other voting

members of the board.

(8) The mayor or his or her designee of any other

municipality in Lee County that contains an entity that is

required to pay a lodging tax.
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(9) The Lee County Extension Agent, who shall be =&
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eio—membera non-voting member.—Fk
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(10) Two non-voting members appointed by the voting

members of the board from the local tourism industry.
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Fach appointed member of the board shall serve at the pleasure

of £#he—his or her appointing auwtheritiesauthority."

Section 2. This act shall become effective on the first

day of the third month following its passage and approval by

the Governor,
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or its otherwise becoming law.
