AN ACT

Relating to any Class 3 municipality organized under
Act 618, 1973 Regular Session (Acts 1973, p. 879), as amended;
to add Section 4.10 to Article 4 of Act 618, 1973 Regular
Session; to authorize the mayor to appoint a deputy mayor; to
require the person appointed to serve as deputy to be approved
by majority vote of the council; and to provide that the city
council shall set the salary of the deputy mayor.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. Section 4.10 is added to Article 4 of Act
618, 1973 Regular Session (Acts 1973, p. 879) to read as
follows:

"4.10. Deputy Mayor. The mayor, with the approval of
the city council, may appoint a person to serve as the deputy

mayor. The deputy mayor shall serve at the pleasure of the

mayor and shall receive the same benefits as the mayor. The

city council shall set the salary of the deputy mayor."
Section 2. This act shall become effective on the

first day of the third month following its passage and

approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
