21 standards, and statutes, including, but not limited to,

22 Section 32-5A-7, responds to a 911 or other emergency call to

23 render medical assistance or other emergency medical service

24 or enters any building, house, or structure which is burning

25 or endangered by fire and makes efforts to preserve and

26 protect said the property and any other property contained

27 therein or located on the premises thereof, such the members
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1 shall not be liable for any civil damages for such entering or

2 as result of any acts or omissions in rendering such the

3 efforts; nor shall such the members be liable for any civil

4 damages in rendering such efforts for their acts or omissions

5 causing injuries to fellow volunteers or to owners of said the

6 property; nor shall the members be liable for any civil

7 damages in rendering medical assistance or emergency medical

8 service;provided, however, that this section shall not apply

9 to civil damages for wanton misconduct."

10 Section 2. This act shall become effective on the

11 first day of the third month following its passage and

12 approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
