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his loving mother, Pamela S. Johnson; the family honors his1

memory by giving back to the community; and 2

WHEREAS, he gave his life to Christ at an early age3

and was baptized and united in fellowship with the Peace4

Baptist Church, Riley; a graduate of West End High School5

Class of 1998, he attended Stillman College, where he was a6

member of the Tigers Marching Band; he was employed as a7

railroad engineer and conductor for CSX Railroad and was a8

member of New Beginning Lodge #970; and 9

WHEREAS, although Mr. Johnson's presence is greatly10

missed by those who were privileged to know him, his memory is11

treasured and his legacy of service to others endures through12

the annual celebration that is dedicated to the least13

advantaged among us; now therefore, 14
