WHEREAS, Mr. Patrick held a Bachelor of Science
Degree in Chemistry from Alabama State University and a Master
of Business Administration from Troy State University; he was
a certified NxLevel Entrepreneurial Instructor, Economic
Development Finance Professional, and Professional Business

to education and the business community, Mr. Patrick served on
numerous committees of the community, was a member, Trustee,
and Deacon at Beulah Baptist Church in Montgomery, was an avid
golfer, and was a devoted family man; and

community; although his presence will be missed, his memory
will be cherished in the hearts and minds of those who were
