24 heartfelt gratitude and respect for Officer Nick O'Rear;

25 Officer Nick O'Rear was a loving and honored man who paid the

26 ultimate sacrifice in service while carrying out his duty; and

2 it is fitting that this state honor the memory of his courage

3 and devoted service to his community and this great state; now

7 O'Rear, we declare that a portion of Interstate 65 between

8 mile marker 280 and 281 in Jefferson County be named in

9 perpetuity the Officer Nick O'Rear Memorial Highway.
