WHEREAS, Luke Hallmark continued his love of sports
by officiating basketball and baseball for the Alabama High
School Athletic Association (AHSAA); he has officiated one
baseball state championship game and has called three
basketball regional tournaments; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Hallmark served as principal at
Greensboro West Elementary School from 1997 until 2000,
stepping down to become Superintendent of the Marengo County
School District; he has served in that capacity ever since;
and

WHEREAS, Mr. Hallmark has received many awards and
accolades throughout his long and distinguished career;
these include receiving the University of West Alabama
Alumni Achievement Award; selection as the Kermit Johnson
Award winner from the University of Montevallo as
Superintendent of the Year; being a Paul Harris Fellow
Recipient from Rotary International; being a District 2
Finalist for SSA Superintendent of the Year; and being
inducted into the Class of 2020 Alabama High School Sports
Hall of Fame; and

WHEREAS, his influence and leadership have been
immeasurable as a member of the Alabama High School Athletic
Association Central Board of Control; he has also served as
Chairman of the PEEHIP Board of Control; Chairman of the
Teacher Retirement System Board; Member of the Council for

Advisory Council for Marion Military Institute; a lifetime
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member of the Auburn Alumni Association; and is a member of
both the Demopolis and Linden Rotary Clubs; and
