WHEREAS, Doug Gibbs, the son of Wendell and Nan,
manages the day-to-day operations of the farm; they pride
themselves in preserving their heritage and putting a good
face on agriculture, offering an open invitation to visit the
farm and help out anybody who wants to get in the cattle
business; and

WHEREAS, Wendell Gibbs is past president of the
Alabama Cattlemen's Association and the Beef Cattle
Improvement Association; the Gibbs have three children, 10
grandchildren, and two great-grandchildren and they are
members of Macedonia Baptist Church; and
