7 attention to the importance of showing love and compassion for

8 others and following God; and 

9 WHEREAS, indeed, Dr. Norwood continues to provide

10 the members of his congregation with opportunities to grow in

11 Christian service, and his qualities of leadership and

12 pastoral experience have indeed greatly strengthened his

13 ministry; now therefore,
