24 judges shall be due only, at the discretion of the court, may

25 be collected at the time a pleading is filed in probate court

26 or at the termination of the suit, except that fees. Fees for

27 transcripts of papers filed in the case, other than copies of
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1 cost or fee bills, to which parties are entitled as of course,

2 shall be due when the service is performed, and no fee, except

3 for final record, shall be demanded or received in any case

4 unless the service has been performed.

5 "(b) In cases where appropriate, the court may order

6 that security deposits be deposited into the probate court to

7 cover expected court costs. Any unused security deposits shall

8 be returned to the payor."

9 Section 2. This act shall become effective on the

10 first day of the third month following its passage and

11 approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
