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SYNOPSIS:          Under existing law, certain funds derived8

from fees and taxes relating to the licensing, use,9

and operation of motor vehicles and motor vehicle10

fuels may only be used for the construction,11

maintenance, and repair of public highways and12

bridges, and for costs related to traffic13

regulation and enforcement.14

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:13

Section 1. The following amendment to the14

Constitution of Alabama of 1901, as amended, is proposed and15

shall become valid as a part thereof when approved by a16

majority of the qualified electors voting thereon and in17

accordance with Sections 284, 285, and 287 of the Constitution18

of Alabama of 1901, as amended:19

"No moneys derived from any fees, excises, or23

license taxes, levied by the state, relating to registration,24

operation, or use of vehicles upon the public highways except25

a vehicle-use tax imposed in lieu of a sales tax, and no26

moneys derived from any fee, excises, or license taxes, levied27
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by the state, relating to fuels used for propelling such1

vehicles except pump taxes, shall be expended for other than2

cost of administering such laws, statutory refunds and3

adjustments allowed therein, cost of construction,4

reconstruction, maintenance and repair of public highways and5

bridges, costs of highway rights-of-way, payment of highway6

obligations, the cost of traffic regulation, and the expense7

of enforcing state traffic and motor vehicle laws. The8

The appropriate election official shall9

assign a ballot number for the proposed constitutional10

amendment on the election ballot and shall set forth the11

following description of the substance or subject matter of12

the proposed constitutional amendment:13
