 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 6, Chapter 16, Subchapter 1, is amended 19 

to add an additional section to read as follows: 20 

 6-16-146.  Cursive writing. 21 

 (a)  Beginning in the 2015-2016 school year, every public elementary 22 

school shall teach cursive writing as a component of English language arts by 23 

the end of grade three (3). 24 

 (b)  The State Board of Education shall adopt rules to administer this 25 

section that shall address the required curriculum components and appropriate 26 

grade levels to teach cursive writing. 27
