BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 23

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code § 2-2-111(c)(2), concerning notice of 25 

meetings for agricultural cooperative associations, is amended to read as 26 

follows: 27 

  (2)  The bylaws may require instead that the notice may be given by 28 

publication in a newspaper of general circulation, published at the principal 29 

place of business of the association. If no newspaper is published at that 30 

place, notice may be given in a newspaper having circulation at the principal 31 

place of business of the association under the Arkansas Public Notice Act of 32 

2013, § 25-1-501 et seq. 33 

 34 

 SECTION 2.  Arkansas Code § 2-2-413(c)(2), concerning notice of 35 

meetings for marketing associations, is amended to read as follows: 36 
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  (2)  The bylaws may require instead that the notice may be given 1 

by publication in a newspaper of general circulation published at the 2 

principal place of business of the association under the Arkansas Public 3 

Notice Act of 2013, § 25-1-501 et seq. 4

 SECTION 3.  Arkansas Code § 2-6-113 is amended to read as follows: 6 

 2-6-113. Receivership — Publication of notification of receiver's 7 

appointment. 8 

 When appointed as a receiver under this chapter the Director of the 9

once each week for two (2) consecutive weeks in a newspaper of general 11 

circulation in each of the counties in which the Class A registrant maintains 12 

a business location, and in a newspaper of general circulation in this state 13 

under the Arkansas Public Notice Act of 2013, § 25-1-501 et seq.

Arkansas Code § 2-17-237(a), concerning notice of intent to 34 

discontinue operation of a public grain warehouse, is amended to read as 35

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 (a)  Any person operating a public grain warehouse who desires to 1 

discontinue the operation at the expiration of his or her license or whose 2 

license is suspended, revoked, or cancelled by the Public Grain Warehouse 3 

Commissioner or his or her designated representative shall notify the 4 

commissioner, all holders of warehouse receipts, and all parties storing 5 

grain in the public grain warehouse, if known, or if not known, by 6 

advertising in the newspaper of largest general circulation in the community 7 

in which the public grain warehouse is located weekly under the Arkansas 8 

Public Notice Act of 2013, § 25-1-501 et seq., for four (4) consecutive 9 

weeks, at least thirty (30) days prior to the date of expiration of his or 10 

her license, of his or her intention to discontinue the public grain 11 

warehouse business. 12

 SECTION 7.  Arkansas Code § 2-17-406 is amended to read as follows: 14 

 2-17-406. Publication of appointment. 15 

 When appointed as a receiver under this subchapter, the Public Grain 16 

Warehouse Commissioner shall cause notification of the appointment to be 17 

published once each week for two (2) consecutive weeks in a newspaper of 18 

general circulation in each of the counties in which the licensee maintains a 19 

business location and in a newspaper of general circulation in this state 20 

under the Arkansas Public Notice Act of 2013, § 25-1-501 et seq. 21
