SECTION 1. Arkansas Code § 5-64-402(c), regarding which types of
property are considered drug free zones, is amended to read as follows:
(c) The following are certified drug free zomes:
(1) A city or state park;
(2) A public or private elementary or secondary school, public
vocational school, or public or private college or university;

(3) A community or reereation eenter A designated school bus

stop as identified on the route list published by a public school district

annually;
(4) A BoysGluby Girls Cluby YMCA; or YWGA A publically funded

and administered multifamily housing development; e

(5) A skating rink, Boys Club, Girls Club, YMCA, YWCA, community

center, recreation center, or video arcade~;

(6) A drug or alcohol treatment facility;

(7) A day care center;
(8) A churchj; or
(9) A shelter as defined in § 9-4-102.

(d) As used in this section, "recreation center" means a public place
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consisting of various types of entertainment including without limitation:

(1) Billiards or pool;

(2) Ping pong or table tennis;

(3) Bowling;

(4) Video games;

(5) Pinball machines; or

(6) Any other similar type of entertainment.

SECTION 2. Arkansas Code § 5-64-411(a), regarding controlled
substances near certain facilities, is amended to read as follows:
