handling of an alcoholic beverage, including without Iimitation:

(1) Acting as cashier;

(2) Bagging purchases;

(3) Delivering purchases to a customer’s vehicles;

(4) Stocking; and

(5) Unloading deliveries.

(c) A person nineteen (19) years of age and older may sell and handle
alcoholic beverages at a restaurant, private club, hotel, or motel that is
licensed for on-premises consumption of alcoholic beverages under this
chapter.

(d) (1) A person who violates this section is guilty of a violation and
upon conviction shall be fined not less than ten—dellars(510-00)-two hundred
fifty dollars (§250) nor more than emne—hundred-dellars (S$100) one thousand
dollars (S1,000).

(2) The violation shall be grounds for suspension, cancellation,

or revocation by the Director of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Division of

any permit issued to the person by the director.
