 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Constitution, Article 5, § 9, is amended to read 31

 (a)  No person hereafter convicted of embezzlement of public money, 34 

bribery, forgery or other infamous crime, shall be eligible to the General 35 

Assembly or capable of holding any office of trust or profit in this State. 36

  (1)  A felony offense; 2 

  (2)  Abuse of office as defined under Arkansas law;  3 

  (3)  Tampering as defined under Arkansas law; or  4

required to find, or the defendant to admit, an act of deceit, fraud, or 6 

false statement, including without limitation a misdemeanor offense related 7 

to the election process.
