BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS: 23

 SECTION 1.  Arkansas Code Title 21, Chapter 4, Subchapter 4, is amended 25 

to add additional sections to read as follows: 26 

 21-4-405.  Payment of accrued leave to estate of wildlife officer. 27 

 (a)  The Arkansas State Game and Fish Commission may pay all accrued 28 

and unused annual, holiday, and sick leave to the estate of a wildlife 29 

officer who dies in the line of duty. 30 

 (b)  A payment under subsection (a) of this section is subject to 31 

budgetary constraints and shall be disbursed after receipt of the official 32 

death certificate. 33

 21-4-406.  Payment of accrued leave to estate of Arkansas Highway 35 

Police Division officer. 36 
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 (a)  The State Highway Commission may pay all accrued and unused 1 

annual, holiday, and sick leave to the estate of an officer of the Arkansas 2 

Highway Police Division of the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation 3 

Department who dies in the line of duty. 4 

 (b)  A payment under subsection (a) of this section is subject to 5 

budgetary constraints and shall be disbursed after receipt of the official 6 

death certificate. 7
