the Continuing Adequacy Evaluation Act of 2004, § 10-3-2101 et seq., is used 22 

in the school year in which the funding is received or in the following 23 

school year to support public school employee health insurance premiums by: 24 

   (a) Increasing the amount that the school district 25 

contributes for health insurance per participating public school employee; or 26 

   (b) Making contributions to the health savings accounts of 27 

participating public school employees. 28

SCHOOL DISTRICTS.  For the purposes of distributing the Grants To School 25 

Districts appropriation in Section 1 of this Act, "school district" means a 26 

school district which contracts with a school district in an adjoining state 27 

for the education of some of the pupils within the Arkansas school district 28 

because the portion of the school district wherein such pupils live is 29 

completely separated from the remainder of the school district by a reservoir 30 

covering at least 12,000 acres at normal water level, and where to attend 31 

school in their own district, the pupils of said portion would be required to 32 

travel or to be transported a distance (measured by the nearest highway or 33 

road route) of more than 35 miles round trip and pass through another school 34 

district or districts.  The Department of Education shall distribute the 35 

monies appropriated for Grants to School Districts in Section 1 of this Act 36 
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to such school districts as reimbursement for expenses incurred in educating 1 

the pupils residing in the separated portion of the school district. The 2 

payments are to be limited to the amount of available appropriation. Such 3 

school districts shall file a request for reimbursement with the Department 4 

of Education and provide the Department of Education with such documentation 5 

as is deemed necessary. 6 

   The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from July 1, 2012 7 

2014 through June 30, 2013 2015. 8

 SECTION 16. SPECIAL LANGUAGE.  NOT TO BE INCORPORATED INTO THE ARKANSAS 10

wards of the State, and to provide funds for the payment of salaries of 16 

special education supervisors. The Department of Education shall distribute 17 

such funds in the manner necessary to carry out the intent of this Section. 18

Treasurer, after making those deductions as set out in Arkansas Code 19-5-30 

202(b)(2)(B), shall also deduct from the net general revenues the amount 31 

certified and transfer this amount to the Department of Education Public 32 

School Fund Account there to be used exclusively for payment of or 33 

reimbursement for expenses incurred from the Department of Education Public 34 

School Fund Account under any "Desegregation Settlement Agreement". 35

   (B)  Quarterly, beginning April 1, 2014, an open-enrollment 3 

 public virtual charter school shall submit to the department a copy of 4 

 all records required under subdivision (a)(2)(A) of this section. 5 

  (3)  Beginning April 1, 2014, an open-enrollment public virtual 6 

 charter school shall not receive per-student state foundation funding 7 

 aid for a new student enrolled pursuant to subdivision (d) of this 8 

 section if the open-enrollment public virtual charter school does not 9 

 maintain and submit the record required in subdivision (a)(2) of this 10 

 section. 11 

  (b) As of school year 2012-13, the State Board of Education has 12 

 approved a maximum enrollment of 500 for the open-enrollment public 13 

 virtual charter school.    14 

  (c) Beginning in school year 2013-14 and thereafter, for an 15 

 open-enrollment public charter granted to a virtual school, the school 16 

 shall be allowed to may enroll an eligible student in any grade, 17 

 kindergarten through grade twelve (K-12), up to a total school 18 

 enrollment of three thousand (3,000) students.   19 

  (d)(1) Students that become enrolled A student is eligible to 20 

 enroll in the additional two thousand five hundred (2,500) additional 21 

 slots authorized by subsection (c) of this Section section if the 22 

 student must be was enrolled in an Arkansas public school, other than 23 

 an open-enrollment public virtual charter school, for the first three 24 

 quarters of the prior school year. 25 

  (2)  Subdivision (d)(1) does not apply to a student who is 26 

 enrolling in kindergarten. 27 

  (e) A student who is enrolled in an open-enrollment public 28 

 virtual charter school on or before January 1, 2014 is presumed to be 29 

 legally enrolled. 30 

  (f)  The provisions of this section shall be in effect only from 31 

 July 1, 2012 2013 through June 30, 2013 2014. 32

 SECTION 41. COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER LAWS.  Disbursement of funds 34 

authorized by this act shall be limited to the appropriation for such agency 35 

and funds made available by law for the support of such appropriations; and 36 
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the restrictions of the State Procurement Law, the General Accounting and 1 

Budgetary Procedures Law, the Revenue Stabilization Law, the Regular Salary 2 

Procedures and Restrictions Act, or their successors, and other fiscal 3 

control laws of this State, where applicable, and regulations promulgated by 4 

the Department of Finance and Administration, as authorized by law, shall be 5 

strictly complied with in disbursement of said funds. 6

 SECTION 42. LEGISLATIVE INTENT.  It is the intent of the General 8 

Assembly that any funds disbursed under the authority of the appropriations 9 

contained in this act shall be in compliance with the stated reasons for 10 

which this act was adopted, as evidenced by the Agency Requests, Executive 11 

Recommendations and Legislative Recommendations contained in the budget 12 

manuals prepared by the Department of Finance and Administration, letters, or 13 

summarized oral testimony in the official minutes of the Arkansas Legislative 14 

Council or Joint Budget Committee which relate to its passage and adoption. 15 

 16 

 SECTION 43. EMERGENCY CLAUSE. It is found and determined by the General 17 

Assembly, that the Constitution of the State of Arkansas prohibits the 18 

appropriation of funds for more than a one (1) year period; that the 19 

effectiveness of this Act on July 1, 2014 is essential to the operation of 20 

the agency for which the appropriations in this Act are provided; with the 21 

exception that SECTION 40 in this Act shall be in full force and effect from 22 

and after the date of its passage and approval, and that in the event of an 23 

extension of the legislative session, the delay in the effective date of this 24 

Act beyond July 1, 2014 could work irreparable harm upon the proper 25 

administration and provision of essential governmental programs, with the 26 

exception that SECTION 40 in this Act shall be in full force and effect from 27 

and after the date of its passage and approval. Therefore, an emergency is 28 

hereby declared to exist and this Act being necessary for the immediate 29 

preservation of the public peace, health and safety shall be in full force 30 

and effect from and after July 1, 2014; with the exception that SECTION 40 in 31 

this Act shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 32 

passage and approval. 33
