 WHEREAS, Exemplary High Performing Schools are among their state's 29 

highest performing schools as measured by state assessments or nationally 30 

normed tests; and 31

 WHEREAS, Springhill Elementary School was recognized by the United 33 

States Department of Education as having a strong collaboration with parents, 34 

families, teachers, administrators, and the community towards its efforts in 35 

educating the school’s students; and 36 
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 WHEREAS, Springhill Elementary has a student population of five hundred 2 

sixty (560) in kindergarten through grade five (K-5); and 3

 WHEREAS, Springhill Elementary achieved Leader in Me Lighthouse School 5 

status in 2019 recognizing the school as a great example of a strong 6 

leadership model and of what it means to be a Leader in Me School; and 7

student achievement and has been celebrated as an Arkansas Reward School and 10 

recognized for high growth scores through the Office for Education Policy; 11
