business set forth in the Governor's proclamation to convene the Second 9

 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Second Extraordinary Session of the 12 

Ninety-Third General Assembly is extended as provided in Arkansas 13 

Constitution, Article 6, § 19, and shall remain in session for a period not 14 

exceeding fifteen (15) days for the purpose of considering legislation to 15 

create an income tax credit for certain full-time law enforcement officers.    16
