This bill cleans up statutory references that were missed when House Bill 22-1034 merged FPPA
plans into the Statewide Retirement Plan. The bill codifies current practices and removes
erroneous references, and is assessed as having no fiscal impact.

The bill takes effect upon signature of the Governor, or upon becoming law without his
signature.
