Thebill createstheadvanced industriesaccel eration grant program
(program) in the Colorado office of economic development (office). The
following industries are defined to be advanced industries. Advanced
manufacturing, aerospace, bioscience, electronics, energy and natural
resources, infrastructure engineering, and information technol ogy.

The program includes the following types of grants:

! A proof-of-concept grant for an advanced industry research

project to an eligible office of technology transfer;

! An early-stage capital and retention grant to an eligible
company for the purpose of accelerating the
commerciaization of advanced industry products or
services to be manufactured or performed in the state; and
An infrastructure grant for an advanced industry project
that builds or utilizes infrastructure to support or enhance
the commercialization of advanced industry products or
services or that contributes to the development of an
advanced industry workforce.

Each type of grant has its own eligibility requirements,
preferences, and maximum grant amounts. If an applicant qualifiesfor a
preference, the maximum grant amounts do not apply. All grant
applicants arerequired to identify the anticipated number of jobs created
or retained in the state, capital invested or attracted in the state, and any
other economic impacts that may result from the grant.

The program absorbs the bioscience discovery evaluation grant
program and the clean technology discovery evaluation grant program,
which are both repealed in the bill.

In administering the program, the officeis required to:

! Consult with the economic devel opment commission about
al of the potential grants and monetary incentives that a
grant applicant is eligible for;

Consult with Colorado-based advanced industries or
representatives from advanced industries about the
program,

Requireaminimum amount of grant moneysfor bioscience
and clean technology projects and companies, which is
based on existing funding from the repeal ed programs that
provide grants for those industries; and

Annually report to legisative committees about the
program.
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All program grants are made from the advanced industries
acceleration cash fund. Thefund consists of moneystransferred from the
bioscience discovery evaluation cash fund prior to the fund's repeal;
limited gaming moneys that were previously used in the bioscience
discovery evaluation grant program; income tax withholdings that were
to besplit between the bi osciencediscovery eval uation grant programand
the clean technol ogy discovery evaluation grant program; gifts, grants, or
donations; and any moneys that the general assembly appropriatesto the
fund.
