Similar changes to 7-day periods or periods that are
multiples of 7 dayswere made to the Colorado Revised Statutesin 2012,
pursuant to Senate Bill 12-175; in 2013, pursuant to House Bill 13-1126;
and in 2014, pursuant to House Bill 14-1347.

SECTION 1. InColorado Revised Statutes, 42-2-126, amend (9)
(a) asfollows:

42-2-126. Revocation of license based on administrative
determination. (9) Appeal. (a) Withinthitty THIRTY-FIVE daysafter the
department issues its final determination under this section, a person
aggrieved by the determination shatthave HAS theright to file a petition
for judicia review in the district court in the county of the person's
residence.

SECTION 2. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 42-2-127.7, amend
(9) (a) asfollows:

42-2-127.7. Authority to suspend driver'slicense- uninsured
motorists - legidative declaration. (9) (a) Within thitty THIRTY-FIVE
days of the issuance of the final determination of the department under
this section, a person aggrieved by the determination shathave HAS the
right tofileapetition for judicial review inthedistrict court in the county
of the person's residence.

SECTION 3. InColorado Revised Statutes, 42-2-135, amend (1)
asfollows:

42-2-135. Right to appeal. (1) Every person finally denied a
license or identification card, whose identification card has been finally
cancelled, or whose license has been finally cancelled, suspended, or
revoked by or under the authority of the department may, within thirty
THIRTY-FIVE days thereafter, obtain judicial review in accordance with
section 24-4-106, C.R.S.; except that the venue for such judicia review

shall bein the county of residence of the person seeking judicial review.
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SECTION 4. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 42-2-405.5, amend
(5) (¢) (1) asfollows:

42-2-405.5. Violations of out-of-serviceorder. (5) (c) (I) The
order of the hearing officer isthefinal agency action and may be appealed
under section 42-2-135. A petition for judicial review shalt MusT befiled
within thirty THIRTY-FIVE days after the date of the order.

SECTION 5. InColorado Revised Statutes, 42-2-409, amend (3)
(d) asfollows:

42-2-409. Unlawful possession or useof acommercial driver's
license. (3) (d) Theorder of the hearing officer isthe final agency action
and may be appealed under section 42-2-135. A petition for judicial
review shalt MUST be filed within thitty THIRTY-FIVE days after the date
of the order.

SECTION 6. Act subject to petition - effective date. This act
takes effect at 12:01 am. on the day following the expiration of the
ninety-day period after final adjournment of the general assembly (August
5, 2015, if adjournment sine die is on May 6, 2015); except that, if a
referendum petition is filed pursuant to section 1 (3) of article V of the
state constitution against this act or an item, section, or part of this act
within such period, then the act, item, section, or part will not take effect
unless approved by the people at the general election to be held in
November 2016 and, in such case, will take effect on the date of the

official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.
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
