Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. 16-23-105 (1) (a), Colorado Revised Statutes, is
amended to read:

16-23-105. Expungement. (1) Except as provided in subsection
(7) of this section, aperson whose biological substance sampleis collected
pursuant to section 16-23-103 qualifies for expungement if:

(@ In the case of a sample collected based upon the filing of a
chargeor based upon afinal court order, each felony charge stemming from
the charges has, by final court order, been dismissed, resulted in an
acquittal, or resulted in a conviction for an offense other than a felony
offense; deseribecHntitte 18, CR-S:;

SECTION 2. Effective date - applicability. This act shall take
effect upon passage and shall apply to the biologica substance sample of
anindividual who was charged with afelony offense on or after October 1,
2010, and who was convicted on or after the effective date of this act.

SECTION 3. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
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
