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A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING REQUIRING A MINIMUM PERIOD OF INCARCERATION FOR101

PERSONS WHO COMMIT ACTIONS AGAINST PROSTITUTED102
CHILDREN.103

Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://leg.colorado.gov.)

Under current law, various crimes related to child prostitution are
class 3 felonies. These crimes include soliciting for child prostitution, one
type of pandering of a child, procurement of a child, keeping a place of
child prostitution, pimping of a child, inducement of child prostitution,
and patronizing a prostituted child. The bill requires a court to sentence
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a person convicted of one of these crimes to the department of corrections
for a term of at least the minimum of the presumptive range for a class 3
felony, which is 4 years.

Under current law, the crime of pandering of a child is either a
class 2 or a class 3 felony, depending on the conduct involved. Pandering
that uses menacing or criminal intimidation to induce a child to commit
prostitution is a class 2 felony. The bill requires a court to sentence a
person convicted of this type of pandering to the department of
corrections for a term of at least the minimum of the presumptive range
for a class 2 felony, which is 8 years.
