The bill states that it is not an arson offense if the person started
afire as a controlled agricultural burn in areasonably cautious manner
and there was no personal injury as a resullt.

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SECTION 1. Part 1 of article 4 of title 18, Colorado Revised
Statutes, is amended BY THE ADDITION OF A NEW SECTION to
read:

18-4-106. Controlled agricultural burns not arson. (1) IT
SHALL NOT BE AN ARSON OFFENSE PURSUANT TO THIS PART 1IF:

(8) A PERSON STARTS A FIRE ASA CONTROLLED AGRICULTURAL
BURN IN A REASONABLY CAUTIOUS MANNER; AND

(b) NO PERSON SUFFERS ANY OF THE FOLLOWING ASA RESULT OF
THE FIRE:

(I) BODILY INJURY;

(I1) SERIOUSBODILY INJURY; OR

(111) DEATH.

(2) FORPURPOSESOF THISSECTION, "CONTROLLED AGRICULTURAL
BURN" MEANSA TECHNIQUE USED IN FARMING TOCLEARTHE LAND OFANY
EXISTING CROP RESIDUE, KILL WEEDS AND WEED SEEDS, OR REDUCE FUEL
BUILDUP AND DECREASE THE LIKELIHOOD OF A FUTURE FIRE.

SECTION 2. Act subject to petition - effective date -
applicability. (1) This act shall take effect at 12:01 a.m. on the day
following the expiration of the ninety-day period after final adjournment
of the general assembly (August 11, 2010, if adjournment sinedieison
May 12, 2010); except that, if areferendum petition is filed pursuant to
section 1 (3) of article V of the state constitution against this act or an
item, section, or part of this act within such period, then the act, item,
section, or part shall not take effect unless approved by the people at the
general election to be held in November 2010 and shall take effect on the

date of the official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.
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1 (2) Theprovisionsof thisact shall apply to offensescommitted on
2 or after the applicable effective date of this act.
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
