The provision that the state board
of education receive, maintain, and post copies of
collective bargaining agreements are repealed.

! The pool of potential sources for gifts, grants, and
donations for S.B. 10-191 is expanded by allowing the
department to accept moneys outside of federal moneys.

! The date for the inclusion of diploma endorsements in
performance indicators is extended.

! The criteria for awarding the John Irwin Schools of
Excellence Award is changed to include those schools with
the highest level of attainment on the performance indicator
concerning student achievement levels.

! The difference between an "on-line program" and an
"on-line school" is clarified.

! The military dependent supplemental pupil enrollment aid
program is repealed.

! The number of charter school food authorities is increased
from 6 to 10 and the deadline is extended to 2016.

! Ongoing deficit is defined.
! The department will notify a local board of education if it

approves a letter of intent on emergency reserves.
! The requirement that a school district receiving an impact

assistance grant must certify the amount of that grant to the
state board of education is removed.

! Specifies that if a charter school or institute charter school
offers a full-day kindergarten program, the supplemental
funding should be passed to the charter school or institute
charter school.

(3)  For the 2008-09 budget year, and for each budget year13

thereafter, an authorizer that is providing an on-line program OR ON-LINE14

SCHOOL may receive funding for each student enrolled in the on-line15

program OR ON-LINE SCHOOL, regardless of whether the student was16

included in the pupil enrollment or on-line pupil enrollment of a school17

district or institute charter school for the preceding school year.18

SECTION 43.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 22-30.7-108,19

amend (1) as follows:20

22-30.7-108.  Extracurricular and interscholastic activities.21

(1)  A student who is participating in an on-line program OR AN ON-LINE22

SCHOOL, other than a student who is participating in the on-line program23

participate on an equal basis in any extracurricular or interscholastic25

activity offered by a public school or offered by a private school, at the26

22-30.7-109.5.  On-line programs and on-line schools - report3

to authorizer and department. Each on-line program AND ON-LINE4

SCHOOL shall annually submit to its authorizer and to the department5

information, pursuant to state board rules, concerning sound financial and6

accounting practices and resources. A multi-district on-line program 7

SCHOOL shall notify its authorizer and the department of any intent to8

amend the program's OR SCHOOL'S application for certification, which9

shall include any intent to expand grade levels served by the program OR10

(1) (a)  A multi-district program ON-LINE24

SCHOOL that intends to provide instruction to students within one or more25

learning centers shall, before providing such instruction, seek to enter into26

a memorandum of understanding with each school district in which the27
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multi-district program ON-LINE SCHOOL intends to provide instruction1

within a learning center.2

(b)  A multi-district program ON-LINE SCHOOL that intends to3

provide instruction to students within a learning center shall notify the4

school district in which the proposed learning center is located of the5

multi-district program's ON-LINE SCHOOL'S intention in writing at least6

ninety days before the multi-district program ON-LINE SCHOOL intends to7

commence providing such instruction.

(c)  Within forty-five days after receiving the notice and standard3

MOU form from a multi-district program ON-LINE SCHOOL pursuant to4

paragraph (b) of this subsection (1), the school district and the5

multi-district program ON-LINE SCHOOL shall meet to discuss the terms of6

the memorandum of understanding, based on the standard MOU form7

provided with the notice. The school district and the multi-district8

program ON-LINE SCHOOL may mutually agree to change the information9

in the standard MOU form provided with the notice or to include10

information in the memorandum of understanding in addition to that11

included in the standard MOU form.12

SECTION 49.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 22-54-126, amend11

(b)  "New charter school enrollment" means the number of pupils16

enrolled in a new district charter school of a declining enrollment district17

on October 1 or the school date nearest said date in the budget year in18

which the new district charter school is opened in the declining19

enrollment district minus the number of pupils enrolled as of that date in20

an on-line program OR AN ON-LINE SCHOOL who are also enrolled in the21

new district charter school of the declining enrollment district.22

School3

districts and charter schools are encouraged to consider funding models4

that may address, at a minimum, the unique challenges of funding5

students who are significantly at risk of academic failure, students who6

are gifted and talented, students enrolled in on-line programs OR ON-LINE7

SCHOOLS, students who return to public school after dropping out, and8

students concurrently enrolled in high school and higher education9

classes. School districts and charter schools are also encouraged to10

consider models of education funding based on achievement rather than11

attendance or hours of participation.12

(3)  The department shall16

approve a multi-district on-line program SCHOOL operating in learning17

centers, as defined in section 22-30.7-102 (4), to participate in the18

program and in the school lunch program so long as the multi-district19

on-line program SCHOOL complies with the federal requirements for20

participating in the school lunch program, including but not limited to21

completing and submitting the required federal application form for each22

student who chooses to participate in the school lunch program.23

SECTION 52.  Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,24

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate25

preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.26
