CONCERNING A LOCAL GOVERNMENT'S AUTHORITY TO ASSESS A FEE101

TO BE USED FOR ROADS USED TO HAUL SOLID WASTES TO THE102

LOCAL GOVERNMENT'S SOLID WASTES DISPOSAL FACILITY.103

Bill Summary

The bill authorizes counties and municipalities to assess a fee
charged for each load of solid wastes disposed of at the local
government's solid wastes landfill and requires the fee to be used for the
maintenance, repair, and improvement of roads used to haul solid wastes
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to the landfill.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  30-20-115, Colorado Revised Statutes, is amended2

BY THE ADDITION OF A NEW SUBSECTION to read:3

30-20-115.  Solid wastes disposal site and facility fund - tax -4

fees.  (3)  ANY GOVERNING BODY HAVING JURISDICTION IS AUTHORIZED5

TO ESTABLISH AN ACCOUNT IN ITS SOLID WASTES DISPOSAL SITE AND6

FACILITY FUND FOR ROAD MAINTENANCE.  THE GOVERNING BODY HAVING7

JURISDICTION MAY ESTABLISH BY ORDINANCE OR RESOLUTION AND8

COLLECT A ROAD MAINTENANCE FEE, IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER TAX OR9

FEE AUTHORIZED BY LAW, ON EACH LOAD DISPOSED OF AT THE GOVERNING10

BODY'S SOLID WASTES DISPOSAL SITE AND FACILITY, THE PROCEEDS OF11

WHICH SHALL BE DEPOSITED IN THE ACCOUNT AND APPROPRIATED TO PAY12

THE COSTS OF MAINTENANCE, REPAIR, AND IMPROVEMENT OF ROADS USED13

TO HAUL SOLID WASTES TO THE GOVERNING BODY'S SOLID WASTES14

DISPOSAL SITE AND FACILITY.15

SECTION 2.  Act subject to petition - effective date -16

applicability.  (1)  This act shall take effect at 12:01 a.m. on the day17

following the expiration of the ninety-day period after final adjournment18

of the general assembly (August 10, 2011, if adjournment sine die is on19

May 11, 2011); except that, if a referendum petition is filed pursuant to20

section 1 (3) of article V of the state constitution against this act or an21

item, section, or part of this act within such period, then the act, item,22

section, or part shall not take effect unless approved by the people at the23

general election to be held in November 2011 and shall take effect on the24

date of the official declaration of the vote thereon by the governor.25
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(2)  The provisions of this act shall apply to conduct occurring on1

or after the applicable effective date of this act.2
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
