The bill makes amendments to various provisions of law relating
to civil actions and orders. 

Sections 1 through 4 of the bill amend provisions of  article 10 of
title 14, Colorado Revised Statutes (C.R.S.), as follows:

! Includes additional rights of children with respect to the
determination of parenting time in section 14-10-123.4,
C.R.S.;

! In the determination of the best interests of a child with
respect to the allocation of parental rights and
responsibilities pursuant to section 14-10-124, C.R.S.:
! Requires a court to follow certain procedures in

actions where a claim of child abuse or neglect or
domestic violence has been made to the court or
when the court has reason to believe that a party has
committed child abuse or neglect or domestic
violence;

! In contested hearings on final orders, requires the
court to make findings on the record concerning the
factors the court considered and the reasons for the
allocation of rights and responsibilities;

! Permits the court to allocate mutual
decision-making for a child in a case that involves
domestic violence, over objections, if the court
makes certain findings;

! Requires the court to consider the current statutory
factors concerning the best interests of the child in
light of any finding of child abuse or neglect or
domestic violence;

! Includes certain factors that the court may consider
when formulating or approving a parenting plan in
cases where one of the parties has committed child
abuse or neglect or domestic violence;

! Permits the court to order a domestic violence
evaluation and subsequent evaluations and to
require a party to participate in domestic violence
treatment; and

! Includes general procedures that may be included in
parenting plans;

! Provides that a court is not required to order a parenting
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time evaluation pursuant to section 14-10-127, C.R.S., and
includes a list of factors that the court shall consider in
determining whether to order an evaluation; and

! In section 14-10-129, C.R.S., expands language relating to
domestic violence and increases from 7 days to 14 days the
time within which the court must hear and rule on an
emergency motion to restrict parenting time.

Sections 5 through 16 of the bill amend, repeal, and relocate the
provisions of part 1 of article 14 of title 13 relating to civil protection
orders, as follows:

! Moves the legislative declaration currently contained in
section 13-14-102 (1), C.R.S., to a new section and adds
additional  language to the legislative declaration;

! Amends section 13-14-101, C.R.S., containing definitions
for article 14 to include a new definition for "contact" and
"sexual assault or abuse", and amends existing definitions 
for "domestic abuse", "protection order", and "stalking";

! Repeals section 14-13-102, C.R.S., and relocates
provisions of that section, with amendments, to other
sections in article 14;

! Adds additional behaviors to the list of behaviors for which
a court may enter an emergency protection order;

! Repeals section 13-14-104, C.R.S., relating to foreign
protection orders and relocates those provisions, with
amendments, to the new section 13-14-110, C.R.S.;

! Creates a new section 13-14-104.5, C.R.S., that includes
provisions relating to temporary civil protection orders that
are relocated from 13-14-102, C.R.S., with amendments,
that:
! Adds to the list of behaviors for which a temporary 

civil protection order may be entered; 
! Clarifies that a petitioner is not required to show

that: he or she has reported the act that is the subject
of the complaint to law enforcement, that charges
have been filed, or that he or she is participating in
the prosecution of the criminal matter; and

! An order awarding temporary care and control of
the child may be extended for not more than one
year;

! Creates a new section 13-14-105, C.R.S., that contains
provisions that are relocated from section 13-14-102,
C.R.S., with amendments, and adding additional provisions
that a court may include as part of a civil protection order;

 ! Creates a new section 13-14-106, C.R.S., that contains
provisions that are relocated from section 13-14-102,
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C.R.S., with amendments, relating to procedures for
permanent civil protection orders and clarifies that the
court need not find that the petitioner is in imminent danger
in order to grant a permanent civil protection order; and
that the court may continue a temporary civil protection
order and the show cause hearing for one year for good
cause;

! Creates a new section 13-14-107, C.R.S., that contains
provisions that are relocated from section 13-14-102,
C.R.S., with amendments, relating to enforcement of
protection orders and duties of peace officers;

! Creates a new section 13-14-108, C.R.S., that contains
provisions that are relocated from section 13-14-102,
C.R.S., with amendments, relating to the modification and
termination of civil protection orders that:
! Allows a restrained party to file for modification or

dismissal of a permanent civil protection order 2
years after the order was entered or after the
disposition of a prior motion; and

! Permits the court to consider whether the protection
order has been successful in preventing harm to the
protected person as grounds to deny the
modification or dismissal of a permanent civil
protection order;

! Creates a new section 13-14-109, C.R.S., that contains
provisions that are relocated from section 13-14-102,
C.R.S., with amendments, relating to civil protection orders
fees and costs; and

! Creates a new section 13-14-110, C.R.S., that contains
provisions that are relocated from section 13-14-104,
C.R.S., with amendments, relating to foreign protection
orders.

Sections 17 through 21 of the bill contain conforming
amendments.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, amend 14-10-123.42

as follows:3

14-10-123.4.  Rights of children in matters relating to parental4

responsibilities. (1)  The general assembly hereby declares that children5
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have certain rights in the determination of matters relating to parental1

responsibilities, including:2

(a)  The right to have such determinations based upon the best3

interests of the child;4

(b)  THE RIGHT TO BE EMOTIONALLY, MENTALLY, AND PHYSICALLY5

SAFE WHEN IN THE CARE OF EITHER PARENT; AND6

(c)  THE RIGHT TO RESIDE IN AND VISIT IN HOMES THAT ARE FREE7

OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AND CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT.8

SECTION 2.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 14-10-124, amend9

(1), (1.5) introductory portion, (1.5) (a) introductory portion, (1.5) (a)10

(VI), (1.5) (b) introductory portion, (4), and (7); repeal (1.5) (a) (IX),11

(1.5) (a) (X), (1.5) (b) (IV), and (1.5) (b) (V); and add (1.7) as follows:12

14-10-124.  Best interests of child. (1)  Legislative declaration.13

WHILE CO-PARENTING IS NOT APPROPRIATE IN ALL CIRCUMSTANCES14

FOLLOWING DISSOLUTION OF MARRIAGE OR LEGAL SEPARATION, the15

general assembly finds and declares that, IN MOST CIRCUMSTANCES, it is16

in the best interest of all parties to encourage frequent and continuing17

contact between each parent and the minor children of the marriage after18

the parents have separated or dissolved their marriage. In order to19

effectuate this goal WHEN APPROPRIATE, the general assembly urges20

parents to share the rights and responsibilities of child-rearing and to21

encourage the love, affection, and contact between the children and the22

parents.23

(1.5)  Allocation of parental responsibilities. The court shall24

determine the allocation of parental responsibilities, including parenting25

time and decision-making responsibilities, in accordance with the best26

interests of the child giving paramount consideration to the CHILD'S27
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SAFETY AND THE physical, mental, and emotional conditions and needs of1

the child as follows:2

(a)  Determination of parenting time. The court, upon the motion3

of either party or upon its own motion, may make provisions for parenting4

time that the court finds are in the child's best interests unless the court5

finds, after a hearing, that parenting time by the party would endanger the6

child's physical health or significantly impair the child's emotional7

development. WHEN A CLAIM OF CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC8

VIOLENCE HAS BEEN MADE TO THE COURT, OR THE COURT HAS REASON TO9

BELIEVE THAT A PARTY HAS COMMITTED CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR10

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, PRIOR TO DETERMINING PARENTING TIME, THE11

COURT SHALL FOLLOW THE PROVISIONS OF SUBSECTION (4) OF THIS12

SECTION. In determining the best interests of the child for purposes of13

parenting time, the court shall consider all relevant factors, including:14

(VI)  The ability of the parties to encourage the sharing of love,15

affection, and contact between the child and the other party; EXCEPT16

THAT, IF THE COURT DETERMINES THAT A PARTY IS ACTING TO PROTECT17

THE CHILD FROM WITNESSING DOMESTIC VIOLENCE OR FROM BEING A18

VICTIM OF CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, THE19

PARTY'S PROTECTIVE ACTIONS SHALL NOT BE CONSIDERED WITH RESPECT20

TO THIS FACTOR;21

(IX)  Whether one of the parties has been a perpetrator of child22

abuse or neglect under section 18-6-401, C.R.S., or under the law of any23

state, which factor shall be supported by credible evidence;24

(X)  Whether one of the parties has been a perpetrator of domestic25

violence, which factor shall be supported by a preponderance of the26

evidence;27
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(b)  Allocation of decision-making responsibility. The court,1

upon the motion of either party or its own motion, shall allocate the2

decision-making responsibilities between the parties based upon the best3

interests of the child. In determining decision-making responsibility, the4

court may allocate the decision-making responsibility with respect to each5

issue affecting the child mutually between both parties or individually to6

one or the other party or any combination thereof. WHEN A CLAIM OF7

CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE HAS BEEN MADE TO8

THE COURT, OR THE COURT HAS REASON TO BELIEVE THAT A PARTY HAS9

COMMITTED CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, PRIOR TO10

ALLOCATING DECISION-MAKING RESPONSIBILITY, THE COURT SHALL11

FOLLOW THE PROVISIONS OF SUBSECTION (4) OF THIS SECTION. In12

determining the best interests of the child for purposes of allocating13

decision-making responsibilities, the court shall consider, in addition to14

the factors set forth in paragraph (a) of this subsection (1.5), all relevant15

factors including:16

(IV)  Whether one of the parties has been a perpetrator of child17

abuse or neglect under section 18-6-401, C.R.S., or under the law of any18

state, which factor shall be supported by credible evidence. If the court19

makes a finding of fact that one of the parties has been a perpetrator of20

child abuse or neglect, then it shall not be in the best interests of the child21

to allocate mutual decision-making with respect to any issue over the22

objection of the other party or the legal representative of the child.23

(V)  Whether one of the parties has been a perpetrator of domestic24

violence, which factor shall be supported by a preponderance of the25

evidence. If the court makes a finding of fact that one of the parties has26

been a perpetrator of domestic violence, then it shall not be in the best27
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interests of the child to allocate mutual decision-making responsibility1

over the objection of the other party or the legal representative of the2

child, unless the court finds that the parties are able to make shared3

decisions about their children without physical confrontation and in a4

place and manner that is not a danger to the abused party or the child.5

(1.7)  PURSUANT TO SECTION 14-10-123.4, CHILDREN HAVE THE6

RIGHT TO HAVE THE DETERMINATION OF MATTERS RELATING TO PARENTAL7

RESPONSIBILITIES BASED UPON THE BEST INTERESTS OF THE CHILD. IN8

CONTESTED HEARINGS ON FINAL ORDERS REGARDING THE ALLOCATION OF9

PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITIES, THE COURT SHALL MAKE FINDINGS ON THE10

RECORD CONCERNING THE FACTORS THE COURT CONSIDERED AND THE11

REASONS WHY THE ALLOCATION OF PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITIES IS IN THE12

BEST INTERESTS OF THE CHILD. 13

(4) (a)  WHEN A CLAIM OF CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC14

VIOLENCE HAS BEEN MADE TO THE COURT, OR THE COURT HAS REASON TO15

BELIEVE THAT A PARTY HAS COMMITTED CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR16

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, PRIOR TO ALLOCATING PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITIES,17

INCLUDING PARENTING TIME AND DECISION-MAKING RESPONSIBILITY, AND18

PRIOR TO CONSIDERING THE FACTORS SET FORTH IN PARAGRAPHS (a) AND19

(b) OF SUBSECTION (1.5) OF THIS SECTION, THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER20

THE FOLLOWING FACTORS:21

(I)  [Similar to 14-10-124 (1.5) (b) (IV).] WHETHER ONE OF THE22

PARTIES HAS COMMITTED AN ACT OF CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT AS23

DEFINED IN SECTION 18-6-401, C.R.S., OR AS DEFINED UNDER THE LAW OF24

ANY STATE, WHICH FACTOR MUST BE SUPPORTED BY A PREPONDERANCE OF25

THE EVIDENCE. IF THE COURT FINDS THAT ONE OF THE PARTIES HAS26

COMMITTED CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT, THEN IT SHALL NOT BE IN THE BEST27
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INTERESTS OF THE CHILD TO ALLOCATE MUTUAL DECISION-MAKING WITH1

RESPECT TO ANY ISSUE OVER THE OBJECTION OF THE OTHER PARTY OR THE2

LEGAL REPRESENTATIVE OF THE CHILD.3

(II)  [Similar to 14-10-124 (1.5) (b) (V).] WHETHER ONE OF THE4

PARTIES HAS COMMITTED AN ACT OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, HAS ENGAGED5

IN A PATTERN OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, OR HAS A HISTORY OF DOMESTIC6

VIOLENCE, WHICH FACTOR MUST BE SUPPORTED BY A PREPONDERANCE OF7

THE EVIDENCE. IF THE COURT FINDS BY A PREPONDERANCE OF THE8

EVIDENCE THAT ONE OF THE PARTIES HAS COMMITTED DOMESTIC9

VIOLENCE:10

(A)  IT SHALL NOT BE IN THE BEST INTERESTS OF THE CHILD TO11

ALLOCATE MUTUAL DECISION-MAKING RESPONSIBILITY OVER THE12

OBJECTION OF THE OTHER PARTY OR THE LEGAL REPRESENTATIVE OF THE13

CHILD, UNLESS THE COURT FINDS THAT THERE IS CREDIBLE EVIDENCE OF14

THE ABILITY OF THE PARTIES TO MAKE DECISIONS COOPERATIVELY IN THE15

BEST INTEREST OF THE CHILD IN A MANNER THAT IS SAFE FOR THE ABUSED16

PARTY AND THE CHILD; AND17

(B)  THE COURT SHALL NOT APPOINT A PARENTING COORDINATOR18

SOLELY TO ENSURE THAT MUTUAL DECISION-MAKING CAN BE19

ACCOMPLISHED.20

(b)  THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER THE ADDITIONAL FACTORS SET21

FORTH IN PARAGRAPHS (a) AND (b) OF SUBSECTION (1.5) OF THIS SECTION22

IN LIGHT OF ANY FINDING OF CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC23

VIOLENCE PURSUANT TO THIS SUBSECTION (4).24

(c)  If a party is absent or leaves home because of an act or25

threatened act of domestic violence committed by the other party, such26

absence or leaving shall not be a factor in determining the best interests27
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of the child.1

(d)  WHEN THE COURT FINDS BY A PREPONDERANCE OF THE2

EVIDENCE THAT ONE OF THE PARTIES HAS COMMITTED CHILD ABUSE OR3

NEGLECT OR  DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER, AS THE4

PRIMARY CONCERN, THE SAFETY AND WELL-BEING OF THE CHILD AND THE5

ABUSED PARTY.6

(e)  WHEN THE COURT FINDS BY A PREPONDERANCE OF THE7

EVIDENCE THAT ONE OF THE PARTIES HAS COMMITTED CHILD ABUSE OR8

NEGLECT OR DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, IN FORMULATING OR APPROVING A9

PARENTING PLAN, THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER CONDITIONS ON PARENTING10

TIME THAT ENSURE THE SAFETY OF THE CHILD AND OF THE ABUSED PARTY.11

IN ADDITION TO ANY PROVISIONS SET FORTH IN SUBSECTION (7) OF THIS12

SECTION THAT ARE APPROPRIATE, THE PARENTING PLAN IN THESE CASES13

MAY INCLUDE, BUT IS NOT LIMITED TO, THE FOLLOWING PROVISIONS:14

(I)  AN ORDER LIMITING CONTACT BETWEEN THE PARTIES TO15

CONTACT THAT THE COURT DEEMS IS SAFE AND THAT MINIMIZES16

UNNECESSARY COMMUNICATION BETWEEN THE PARTIES;17

(II)  AN ORDER THAT REQUIRES THE EXCHANGE OF THE CHILD FOR18

PARENTING TIME TO OCCUR IN A PROTECTED SETTING DETERMINED BY THE19

COURT;20

(III)  AN ORDER FOR SUPERVISED PARENTING TIME;21

(IV)  AN ORDER RESTRICTING OVERNIGHT PARENTING TIME;22

(V)  AN ORDER THAT RESTRICTS THE PARTY WHO HAS COMMITTED23

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE OR CHILD ABUSE OR NEGLECT FROM POSSESSING OR24

CONSUMING ALCOHOL OR CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES DURING PARENTING25

TIME OR FOR TWENTY-FOUR HOURS PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF26

PARENTING TIME;27
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(VI)  AN ORDER DIRECTING THAT THE ADDRESS OF THE CHILD OR1

OF ANY PARTY REMAIN CONFIDENTIAL; AND2

(VII)  AN ORDER THAT IMPOSES ANY OTHER CONDITION ON ONE OR3

MORE PARTIES THAT THE COURT DETERMINES IS NECESSARY TO PROTECT4

THE CHILD, ANOTHER PARTY, OR ANY OTHER FAMILY OR HOUSEHOLD5

MEMBER OF A PARTY.6

(f)  WHEN THE COURT FINDS BY A PREPONDERANCE OF THE7

EVIDENCE THAT ONE OF THE PARTIES HAS COMMITTED DOMESTIC8

VIOLENCE, THE COURT MAY ORDER THE PARTY TO SUBMIT TO A DOMESTIC9

VIOLENCE EVALUATION. IF THE COURT DETERMINES, BASED UPON THE10

RESULTS OF THE EVALUATION, THAT TREATMENT IS APPROPRIATE, THE11

COURT MAY ORDER THE PARTY TO PARTICIPATE IN DOMESTIC VIOLENCE12

TREATMENT. AT ANY TIME, THE COURT MAY REQUIRE A SUBSEQUENT13

EVALUATION TO DETERMINE WHETHER ADDITIONAL TREATMENT IS14

NECESSARY. IF THE COURT AWARDS PARENTING TIME TO A PARTY WHO15

HAS BEEN ORDERED TO PARTICIPATE IN DOMESTIC VIOLENCE TREATMENT,16

THE COURT MAY ORDER THE PARTY TO OBTAIN A REPORT FROM THE17

TREATMENT PROVIDER CONCERNING THE PARTY'S PROGRESS IN18

TREATMENT AND  ADDRESSING ANY ONGOING SAFETY CONCERNS19

REGARDING THE PARTY'S PARENTING TIME. THE COURT MAY ORDER THE20

PARTY WHO HAS COMMITTED DOMESTIC VIOLENCE TO PAY THE COSTS OF21

THE DOMESTIC VIOLENCE EVALUATIONS AND TREATMENT.22

(7)  In order to implement an order allocating parental23

responsibilities, both parties may submit a parenting plan or plans for the24

court's approval that shall address both parenting time and the allocation25

of decision-making responsibilities. If no parenting plan is submitted or26

if the court does not approve a submitted parenting plan, the court, on its27
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own motion, shall formulate a parenting plan that shall address parenting1

time and the allocation of decision-making responsibilities.  WHEN ISSUES2

RELATING TO PARENTING TIME ARE CONTESTED, AND IN OTHER CASES3

WHERE APPROPRIATE, THE PARENTING PLAN MUST BE AS SPECIFIC AS4

POSSIBLE TO CLEARLY ADDRESS THE NEEDS OF THE FAMILY AS WELL AS5

THE CURRENT AND FUTURE NEEDS OF THE AGING CHILD. IN GENERAL, THE6

PARENTING PLAN MAY INCLUDE, BUT IS NOT LIMITED TO, THE FOLLOWING7

PROVISIONS:8

(a)  A DESIGNATION OF THE TYPE OF DECISION-MAKING AWARDED;9

(b)  A PRACTICAL SCHEDULE OF PARENTING TIME FOR THE CHILD,10

INCLUDING HOLIDAYS AND SCHOOL VACATIONS;11

(c)  A PROCEDURE FOR THE EXCHANGES OF THE CHILD FOR12

PARENTING TIME, INCLUDING THE LOCATION OF THE EXCHANGES AND THE13

PARTY OR PARTIES RESPONSIBLE FOR THE CHILD'S TRANSPORTATION;14

(d)  A PROCEDURE FOR COMMUNICATING WITH EACH OTHER ABOUT15

THE CHILD, INCLUDING METHODS FOR COMMUNICATING AND FREQUENCY16

OF COMMUNICATION;17

(e)  A PROCEDURE FOR COMMUNICATION BETWEEN A PARENT AND18

THE CHILD OUTSIDE OF THAT PARENT'S PARENTING TIME, INCLUDING19

METHODS FOR COMMUNICATING AND FREQUENCY OF COMMUNICATION;20

AND21

(f)  ANY OTHER ORDERS IN THE BEST INTERESTS OF THE CHILD.22

SECTION 3.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 14-10-127, amend23

(1) (a) (I); and add (1) (a) (I.3) as follows:24

14-10-127.  Evaluation and reports - disclosure. (1) (a) (I)  In all25

proceedings concerning the allocation of parental responsibilities with26

respect to a child, the court shall MAY, upon motion of either party or27
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upon its own motion, order the court probation department, any county or1

district social services department or a licensed mental health professional2

qualified pursuant to subsection (4) of this section to perform an3

evaluation and file a written report concerning the disputed issues relating4

to the allocation of parental responsibilities for the child, unless such5

motion by either party is made for the purpose of delaying the6

proceedings. Any court or social services department personnel appointed7

by the court to do such evaluation shall be qualified pursuant to8

subsection (4) of this section. When a mental health professional9

performs the evaluation, the court shall appoint or approve the selection10

of the mental health professional. Within seven days after the11

appointment, the evaluator shall comply with the disclosure provisions of12

subsection (1.2) of this section. The court shall, at the time of the13

appointment of the evaluator, order one or more of the parties to deposit14

a reasonable sum with the court to pay the cost of the evaluation. The15

court may order the reasonable charge for such evaluation and report to16

be assessed as costs between the parties at the time the evaluation is17

completed.18

(I.3)  IN DETERMINING WHETHER TO ORDER AN EVALUATION19

PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION, IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER CONSIDERATIONS20

THE COURT DEEMS RELEVANT, THE COURT SHALL CONSIDER:21

(A)  WHETHER AN INVESTIGATION BY A CHILD AND FAMILY22

INVESTIGATOR PURSUANT TO SECTION 14-10-116.5 WOULD BE SUFFICIENT23

OR APPROPRIATE GIVEN THE SCOPE OR NATURE OF THE DISPUTED ISSUES24

RELATING TO THE ALLOCATION OF PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITIES FOR THE25

CHILD;26

(B)  WHETHER AN EVALUATION PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION IS27

In determining21

whether the modification of parenting time is in the best interests of the22

child, the court shall take into account all relevant factors, including23

whether a party has been a perpetrator COMMITTED AN ACT of domestic24

violence, HAS ENGAGED IN A PATTERN OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, OR HAS A25

HISTORY OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, as that term is defined in section26

14-10-124 (1.3), which factor shall be supported by a preponderance of27
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the evidence, whether AND SHALL CONSIDER such domestic violence1

WHETHER IT occurred before or after the prior decree, and all other factors2

enumerated in section 14-10-124 (1.5) (a) and:3

(4)  A motion to restrict parenting time or parental contact with a4

parent which alleges that the child is in imminent physical or emotional5

danger due to the parenting time or contact by the parent shall be heard6

and ruled upon by the court not later than seven FOURTEEN days after the7

day of the filing of the motion. Any parenting time which occurs during8

such seven-day FOURTEEN-DAY period after the filing of such a motion9

shall be supervised by an unrelated third party deemed suitable by the10

court or by a licensed mental health professional, as defined in section11

14-10-127 (1) (b). This subsection (4) shall not apply to any motion12

which is filed pursuant to subsection (3) of this section.13

(1) (a)  The general assembly hereby finds that the issuance and17

enforcement of protection orders are of paramount importance in the state18

of Colorado because protection orders promote safety, reduce violence19

AND OTHER TYPES OF ABUSE, and prevent serious harm and death. In order20

to improve the public's access to protection orders and to ensure careful21

judicial consideration of requests and effective law enforcement, there22

shall be two processes for obtaining protection orders within the state of23

Colorado, a simplified civil process and a mandatory criminal process.24

(b)  The general assembly further finds and declares that:25

(I)  Domestic violence is not limited to physical threats of violence26

and harm but includes financial control, document control, property27
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control, and other types of control that make a victim more likely to return1

to an abuser due to fear of retaliation or inability to meet basic needs;2

(II)  Victims of domestic violence in many cases are unable to3

access resources to seek lasting safety options;4

(III)  These victims need the assistance of additional court orders5

to meet their immediate needs for food, shelter, transportation, medical6

care, and child care at the time they go to court for a civil protection7

order; and8

(IV)  These additional court orders are needed not only in cases9

that end in dissolution of marriage but also in cases in which10

reconciliation is appropriate, as well as in other cases.11

(2) [Similar to 13-14-102 (1) (b)] THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY12

FURTHER FINDS AND DECLARES THAT DOMESTIC ABUSE IS NOT LIMITED TO13

PHYSICAL THREATS OF VIOLENCE AND HARM BUT ALSO INCLUDES MENTAL14

AND EMOTIONAL ABUSE, FINANCIAL CONTROL, DOCUMENT CONTROL,15

PROPERTY CONTROL, AND OTHER TYPES OF CONTROL THAT MAKE A VICTIM16

MORE LIKELY TO RETURN TO AN ABUSER DUE TO FEAR OF RETALIATION OR17

INABILITY TO MEET BASIC NEEDS. MANY VICTIMS OF DOMESTIC ABUSE ARE18

UNABLE TO ACCESS THE RESOURCES NECESSARY TO SEEK LASTING SAFETY19

OPTIONS. VICTIMS NEED ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS IN PROTECTION ORDERS20

SO THAT THEY CAN MEET THEIR IMMEDIATE NEEDS OF FOOD, SHELTER,21

TRANSPORTATION, MEDICAL CARE, AND CHILDCARE FOR THEIR22

APPEARANCE AT PROTECTION ORDER HEARINGS. THESE NEEDS MAY EXIST23

NOT ONLY IN CASES THAT MAY END IN DISSOLUTION OF MARRIAGE BUT24

ALSO IN OTHER CIRCUMSTANCES, INCLUDING CASES IN WHICH25

RECONCILIATION MAY OCCUR.26

(3)  ADDITIONALLY, THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FINDS AND DECLARES27
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THAT SEXUAL ASSAULT AFFECTS COLORADANS OF ALL AGES,1

BACKGROUNDS, AND CIRCUMSTANCES AND IS ONE OF THE MOST2

UNDER-REPORTED OF ALL CRIMES. SEXUAL VIOLENCE MAY OCCUR IN ANY3

TYPE OF RELATIONSHIP; HOWEVER, THE MAJORITY OF SEXUAL ASSAULT IS4

PERPETRATED BY SOMEONE WHOM THE VICTIM KNOWS. VICTIMS OF5

SEXUAL ASSAULT WHO DO NOT REPORT THE CRIME, AS WELL AS VICTIMS6

WHO DO REPORT BUT WHOSE CASE IS NOT PROSECUTED, STILL NEED AND7

DESERVE PROTECTION FROM FUTURE INTERACTIONS WITH THE8

PERPETRATOR, AS MANY VICTIMS EXPERIENCE LONG-LASTING PHYSICAL9

AND EMOTIONAL TRAUMA FROM UNWANTED CONTACT WITH THE10

PERPETRATOR.11

(4)  FINALLY, THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY FINDS AND DECLARES THAT12

STALKING IS A DANGEROUS, HIGH-RISK CRIME THAT FREQUENTLY13

ESCALATES OVER TIME AND THAT SOMETIMES LEADS, TRAGICALLY, TO14

SEXUAL ASSAULT OR HOMICIDE. COUNTLESS YOUTH AND ADULTS IN15

COLORADO HAVE FACED THE FEAR, ISOLATION, AND DANGER OF BEING16

VICTIMS OF STALKING, AND MANY OF THESE INCIDENTS GO UNREPORTED17

AND ARE NOT PROSECUTED. WHILE STALKING BEHAVIORS MAY APPEAR18

PURPOSES OF THIS SUBSECTION (2), "COERCION" INCLUDES COMPELLING A14

PERSON BY FORCE, THREAT OF FORCE, OR INTIMIDATION TO ENGAGE IN15

DESCRIBED IN SECTION 16-11.7-102 (3), C.R.S., BY ANY PERSON AGAINST2

ANOTHER PERSON REGARDLESS OF THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE3

ACTOR AND THE PETITIONER.4

(3)  "Stalking" means the crime ANY ACT, ATTEMPTED ACT, OR5

THREATENED ACT of stalking as described in section 18-3-602, C.R.S.6

SECTION 7.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, repeal 13-14-102.7

SECTION 8.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 13-14-103, amend8

(1) (b) (I), (1) (b) (V), (1) (e), (1) (f), (5), and (8) as follows:9
