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A BILL FOR AN ACT
CONCERNING THE CONTINUATION OF THE REGULATION OF PERSONS101

RELATED TO THE FINAL DISPOSITION OF DECEASED HUMAN102
BODIES, AND, IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, IMPLEMENTING THE103
RECOMMENDATIONS IN THE 2023 SUNSET REPORT BY THE104
DEPARTMENT OF REGULATORY AGENCIES AND MAKING AN105
APPROPRIATION.106

Bill Summary

(Note:  This summary applies to this bill as introduced and does
not reflect any amendments that may be subsequently adopted. If this bill
passes third reading in the house of introduction, a bill summary that
applies to the reengrossed version of this bill will be available at
http://leg.colorado.gov/.)

Sunset Process - House Business Affairs and Labor
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Committee. The bill implements the recommendations of the department
of regulatory agencies (department) concerning the mortuary science code
(code), as the recommendations are specified in the department's sunset
review of the registration of funeral establishments and crematories, as
follows:

! Sections 1 and 2 of the bill continue registration of funeral
establishments and crematories and the title protection of
mortuary science practitioners, funeral directors,
embalmers, and cremationists until 2031;

! Section 3:
! Requires the inspection of funeral homes and

crematories on a routine basis and for a period of
time after the business has ceased operations for the
purpose of ensuring compliance with the code
during this time; and

! Repeals the limitation on the authority of the
director of the division of professions and
occupations (director) to inspect funeral homes and
crematories only during business hours;

! Sections 3 and 4 expand the director's authority to
promulgate rules to include any rules necessary to
administer the code;

! Section 3 repeals the code's stakeholder engagement
provisions for rule-making to allow the "State
Administrative Procedure Act" to control stakeholder
engagement;

! Section 3:
! Adds the failure to respond to a complaint within

the appropriate time to the grounds for discipline;
and

! Repeals the requirement that a letter of admonition
be sent by certified mail;

! Section 5 authorizes the director to suspend the registration
of a person that fails to comply with the condition of a
stipulation or order;

! Sections 6 and 7 replace the term "applicant" with the term
"person" in the title-protection provisions for funeral
directors, embalmers, and cremationists; and

! Sections 8 through 11 remove gendered language from the
code.

(C)  UPON APPLICATION FOR A NEW REGISTRATION.10

CREMATION, THE CREMATIONIST SHALL REMOVE ALL OF THE3

RECOVERABLE RESIDUE, INSOFAR AS IS PRACTICABLE, OF THE CREMATION4

PROCESS FROM THE CREMATORY AND PLACE THE RESIDUE IN A SEPARATE5

CONTAINER SO THAT THE RESIDUE DOES NOT COMMINGLE WITH THE6

CREMATED REMAINS OF OTHER INDIVIDUALS. THE CREMATIONIST SHALL7

DISPOSE OF ACCUMULATED RESIDUE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE8

REGULATIONS OF A CEMETERY WITH A DEFINED AREA TO SCATTER9

REMAINS AND RESIDUE AND ANY APPLICABLE LOCAL ORDINANCES. FOR10

THE PURPOSES OF THIS SUBSECTION (5)(b), RESIDUE DOES NOT INCLUDE11

HUMAN ASHES, BONE FRAGMENTS, PROSTHESES, AND DISINTEGRATED12

MATERIAL IN THE CHAMBER THAT IS IMBEDDED IN CRACKS AND UNEVEN13

SPACES OF A CREMATION CHAMBER AND THAT CANNOT BE REMOVED14

THROUGH REASONABLE MANUAL CONTACT WITH SWEEPING OR SCRAPING15

EQUIPMENT.16

SECTION 17.  Appropriation. (1)  For the 2024-25 state fiscal17

year, $339,196 is appropriated to the department of regulatory agencies.18

This appropriation is from the division of professions and occupations19

cash fund created in section 12-20-105 (3), C.R.S. To implement this act,20

the department may use this appropriation as follows:21

(a)  $206,081 for use by the division of professions and22

occupations for personal services, which amount is based on an23

assumption that the division will require an additional 2.8 FTE;24

(b)  $65,546 for use by the division of professions and occupations25

for operating expenses; 26

(c)  $22,762 for vehicle lease payments; and 27
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(d)  $44,807 for the purchase of legal services.1

(2)  For the 2024-25 state fiscal year, $44,807 is appropriated to2

the department of law. This appropriation is from reappropriated funds3

received from the department of regulatory agencies under subsection4

(1)(d) of this section and is based on an assumption that the department5

of law will require an additional 0.2 FTE. To implement this act, the6

department of law may use this appropriation to provide legal services for7

the department of regulatory agencies.8

SECTION 18.  Safety clause. The general assembly finds,9

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate10

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety or for appropriations for11

the support and maintenance of the departments of the state and state12

institutions.13
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
