Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 12-37.3-102, amend
(1) and (8) (c); and add (1.3), (1.5), and (5.5) asfollows:

SECTION 2. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 12-37.3-105, amend
(1) (c) asfollows:

12-37.3-105. Practiceof natur opathic medicineby naturopathic
doctors - exclusions - protected activities - rules. (1) The practice of
naturopathic medicine by a naturopathic doctor includes the following:

(c) (I) OBTAINING, dispensing, administering, ordering, and OR
prescribing, As SPECIFIED, medicines listed in the naturopathic formulary,

ihehuding WHICH INCLUDES:

H (A) OBTAINING, ADMINISTERING, OR DISPENSING epinephrineto
treat anaphylaxis; and

H (B) OBTAINING AND DISPENSING barrier contraceptives,
excluding intrauterine devices; and

(C) OBTAINING AND ADMINISTERING OXYGEN, BUT ONLY FOR
EMERGENCY USE;
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(D) OBTAINING AND ADMINISTERING VITAMINS B6 AND B12;

(E) OBTAINING, ADMINISTERING, ORDISPENSING SUBSTANCESTHAT
ARE REGULATED BY THE FEDERAL FOOD AND DRUG ADMINISTRATION BUT
THAT DO NOT REQUIRE A PRESCRIPTION ORDER TO BE DISPENSED; AND

(F) OBTAINING AND ADMINISTERING VACCINES, IN ACCORDANCE
WITH THE ACIP GUIDELINES, FOR PATIENTSWHO ARE AT LEAST EIGHTEEN
YEARS OF AGE.

(I A NATUROPATHIC DOCTOR MAY OBTAIN MEDICATIONS
DESCRIBED IN SUBPARAGRAPH (I) OF THIS PARAGRAPH (C) FROM A
MANUFACTURER, WHOLESALER, OR IN-STATE PRESCRIPTION DRUG OUTLET
REGISTERED OR LICENSED BY THE STATE BOARD OF PHARMACY PURSUANT
TOARTICLE42.50F THISTITLE. AN ENTITY THAT PROVIDES A MEDICATION
DESCRIBED IN SUBPARAGRAPH (I) OF THIS PARAGRAPH (C) TO A
NATUROPATHIC DOCTOR IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SECTION, AND THAT
RELIESIN GOOD FAITH UPON THE REGISTRATION INFORMATION PROVIDED BY
THENATUROPATHIC DOCTOR, ISNOT SUBJECT TOLIABILITY FORPROVIDING
THE MEDICATION.

SECTION 3. Safety clause. The general assembly hereby finds,
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determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, and safety.
