Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:1

SECTION 1.  In Colorado Revised Statutes, 24-48.5-301, add2

(2)(a)(IX) and (4) as follows:3

24-48.5-301.  Creative industries division - creative industries4

cash fund - creation - definition. (2) (a)  There is hereby created in the5

state treasury the creative industries cash fund, referred to in this section6

as the "fund". The fund consists of:7

(IX)  ANY MONEY TRANSFERRED TO THE FUND PURSUANT TO8

SUBSECTION (4) OF THIS SECTION.9

(4)  ON JULY 1, 2024, THE STATE TREASURER SHALL TRANSFER FIVE10

HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS FROM THE GENERAL FUND TO THE FUND.11

SECTION 2.  Safety clause. The general assembly finds,12

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate13

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety or for appropriations for14

the support and maintenance of the departments of the state and state15

institutions.16
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
