SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, 23-60-111, amend (1)
as follows:

TO THE DEPARTMENT FROM THE GENERAL FUND FOR THE ADULT EDUCATION
AND LITERACY GRANT PROGRAM FOR THE 2023-24 STATE FISCAL YEAR AND
THE 2024-25 STATE FISCAL YEAR REMAINS AVAILABLE FOR EXPENDITURE BY
THE DEPARTMENT FOR THE PURPOSES OF THE ADULT EDUCATION AND
LITERACY GRANT PROGRAM THROUGH THE 2028-29 STATE FISCAL YEAR
WITHOUT FURTHER APPROPRIATION. AT THE END OF THE 2028-29 STATE
FISCAL YEAR, THE MONEY THAT IS UNEXPENDED OR UNENCUMBERED
REVERTS TO THE GENERAL FUND.

SECTION 4. Safety clause. The general assembly finds,

determines, and declares that this act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety or for appropriations for
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the support and maintenance of the departments of the state and state

institutions.
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
