CONCERNING THEABILITY TOFURNISH A SUPPLY OF EMERGENCY DRUGSFOR
PURPOSES OF TREATING INDIVIDUALS WHO MAY EXPERIENCE AN
OPIATE-RELATED DRUG OVERDOSE EVENT.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Colorado:

SECTION 1. In Colorado Revised Statutes, add 12-36-117.7 as
follows:
