That we, the members of the Colorado Genera Assembly,
acknowledge the tireless work of Day Without Hate, recognize the
necessity of promoting awareness of nonviolence, respect, and unity
within our educational system, and proclaim April 25, 2014, to be Day
Without Hate in the state of Colorado.
