AN ACT CONCERNING THE CRIMINAL TRESPASS LAW. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General 
Assembly convened: 
 

That title 53a of the general statutes be amended to include purple 1 

paint as a legal identifier of property boundaries and a valid warning 2 

against trespassing. 3 

Statement of Purpose:   
To allow landowners to mark their boundaries with stripes of purple 
paint in lieu of fencing or "No Trespassing" signs.
