(Effective from passage) Not later than October 1, 2022, the 1 

Commissioner of Children and Families shall amend its policy to 2 

increase from eighteen to twenty-three the age by which a person in the 3 

custody of the commissioner is eligible to receive legal representation 4 

through the department.
