C-0074 with Curriculum Associates, LLC Approval and Payment Authorization

Emergency Act of 2023”

Sec. 2. Pursuant to section 451ofthe District of Columbia Home Rule Act,

The District of Columbia Public Schools (“DCPS”) will purchase an online, Reading and Math
Diagnostic Assessment and Instruction system that provides real-time information to teachers and
allows for adjustments in teaching and learning as well as aggregated data at the district level in
specified formats. The contractor will be providing access to the i-Ready® platform to K-8th grades
DCPS students, school personnel, and designated Central Services personnel. Platform access
includes the ability to administer i-Ready® Reading and i-Ready® Math assessments, analyze
assessment data using reporting features, respond to student learning needs by implementing i-
Ready Instruction in both Reading and Math, and deliver student intervention instruction using i-
Ready Math Teacher Toolbox, as well as a suite of resources, supports, and services.
