WHEREAS, the Urban Institute has identified Atlanta as one of the cities with the highest

incidences of child sex trafficking; and
WHEREAS, Street Grace has provided services to more than 3,500 exploited youth over the

past decade; and
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WHEREAS, grassroots activists will gather at the state capitol on February 27,2024, to raise

awareness about the need to end sex trafficking in Georgia; and

WHEREAS, Street Grace has worked to organize and empower tens of thousands of

grassroots activists across the State of Georgia to end sex trafficking.

NOW, THEREFORE, BEIT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES that
the members of this body recognize February 27, 2024, as Sex Trafficking Awareness Day
