WHEREAS, Beauty's legacy was honored in 2016 when the Gwinnett County Board of

Education officially dedicated Baldwin Elementary School in her name; and
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WHEREAS, in recognition of such remarkable contributions to the education and welfare
of Georgia's students, it is abundantly fitting and proper to honor the extraordinary

accomplishments and academic achievements of this outstanding Georgian.
