WHEREAS, recently, Pastor Barrow was selected as one of the Alumni of the Year of17

Columbia Theological Seminary and was named to the Hall of Fame of his high school,18

University High School in Baton Rouge; and19

WHEREAS, Pastor Barrow has demonstrated his commitment to teaching the Gospel,20

witnessing Christ through word and deed, and addressing the physical, psychological,21

intellectual, and spiritual needs of others; and22
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WHEREAS, he is united in love and marriage to Madeline, a writer-editor for a public health23

consulting firm, and is blessed with two remarkable children, Leland and Anne, and two24

grandchildren, Hagan and Caroline; and25

WHEREAS, over the past three decades leading Newnan Presbyterian Church, Pastor26

Barrow has established numerous programs and workshops which have improved the27
