A RESOLUTION

Commending and recognizing the University of West Georgia coed cheerleading squad and

coaches; and for other purposes.

WHEREAS, the University of West Georgia is a dynasty in the work of competitive
cheerleading, and that dynasty picked up one more title at the Universal Cheerleader

Association National Championship, the Division Il championship; and

WHEREAS, the coed squad was the first among the UWG cheerleading teams to make
waves at the UCA Nationals in the early 2000's and this year's title marks the first time since

the 2011 season for the coed cheerleaders; and
