AN ACT
RELATING TO CONSOLIDATION OF ELECTIONS; AMENDING SECTION 40-1305, IDAHO
CODE, AS AMENDED BY SECTION 13, HOUSE BILL NO. 652, AS ENACTED BY THE
SECOND REGULAR SESSION, SIXTIETH IDAHO LEGISLATURE, TO DELETE REFER-
ENCE TO ALTERNATIVE ELECTIONS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Idaho:

SECTION 1. That Section 40-1305, Idaho Code, as amended by Section 13 of
House Bill No. 652, as enacted by the Second Regular Session of the Sixtieth
Idaho Legislature, be, and the same is hereby amended to read as follows:

40-1305. ELECTION OF HIGHWAY COMMISSIONERS -- TERM OF OFFICE. (1) On
the third Tuesday of May of the next odd-numbered year following the appoint-
ment of the first highway district commissioners, commissioners from sub-
districts one and two shall be elected for a term of two (2) years and the
commissioner from subdistrict three shall be elected for a term of four (4)
years. Thereafter the term of office of all commissioners shall be four (4)
years.

(2) A highway district whose terms and election were established by
prior law shall convert to the election of commissioners as provided in sub-
section (1) of this section.
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Each highway commissioner shall be elected on a districtwide basis.

SECTION 2. This act shall be in full force and effect on and after Jan-
uary 1, 2011.
