TIONS; REQUIRING AN ACQUISITIONS REPORT; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY AND5
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.6

SECTION 2. FTP AUTHORIZATION. In accordance with Section 67-3519,23
Idaho Code, the State Department of Education is authorized no more than one24
hundred twenty-three (123.00) full-time equivalent positions at any point25
during the period July 1, 2022, through June 30, 2023, unless specifically26
authorized by the Governor. The Joint Finance-Appropriations Committee27
will be notified promptly of any increased positions so authorized.28

SECTION 3. ACQUISITIONS. Consistent with the provisions of Chapter 92,29
Title 67, Idaho Code, the State Department of Education is encouraged to en-30
gage in open, competitive acquisition processes. The State Department of31
Education shall provide a report to the Joint Finance-Appropriations Com-32
mittee by December 1, 2022, on all contracts signed during fiscal year 202233
for property valued at more than $25,000. The report shall include for each34
contract: (a) the amount; (b) the duration; (c) the parties; (d) the sub-35
ject; (e) whether the contract was awarded as a result of an open, competi-36
tive acquisition process or a sole source or other noncompetitive procure-37
ment pursuant to Section 67-9221, Idaho Code; and (f) the rationale for sign-38
ing any sole source or other noncompetitive procurements.39
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SECTION 4. An emergency existing therefor, which emergency is hereby1
declared to exist, this act shall be in full force and effect on and after2
July 1, 2022.3
