1 A HOUSE RESOLUTION recognizing Phi Delta Kappa
2 International.
3 Whereas, Phi Delta Kappa International’s founding chapter
4 was organized at Indiana University in 1906, serving graduate
5 students and undergraduates in the field of education,
6 Whereas, Phi Delta Kappa International’s first
7 Amalgamation Conference was held in Indianapolis, Indiana,
8 in 1910, and Phi Delta Kappa International was incorporated
9 in the state in March 1911,
10 Whereas, Phi Delta Kappa International moved its
11 headquarters in 1954 from Homewood, Illinois, to
12 Bloomington, Indiana, where it continued to support educators
13 based on three tenets — leadership, research, and service;
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Whereas, Phi Delta Kappa International's efforts were
further supported after the creation of the Phi Delta Kappa
Educational Foundation, resulting in numerous publications,
summer institutes, the Phi Delta Kappa education poll,
prospective educator scholarships, study tours, and leadership
activities,

Whereas, Phi Delta Kappa International has published a
national magazine, Phi Delta Kappan, for over 100 years that
still  focuses on classroom practice, policy, research,
professional issues, and innovations in education, and

Whereas, Phi Delta Kappa International continues as the
umbrella organization for Pi Lambda Theta, a collegiate honor
society for education students, and Educators Rising (formerly
Future Educators Association) for precollegiate prospective
educators: Therefore,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the
General Assembly of the State of Indiana:

SECTION 1. That the Indiana House of Representatives
acknowledges the many contributions made by Phi Delta Kappa
International throughout the years and encourages the organization to
continue the effort.

SECTION 2. That the Principal Clerk of the House of
Representatives transmit a copy of this resolution to the local chapter
of Phi Delta Kappa International.
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
