Whereas, Native Hoosier, Nick Goepper, has been skiing
since he was introduced to the sport at Perfect North Slopes, a
place that Nick has come to recognize was a perfect training
ground for his future success;

Whereas, At the age of eleven, Nick began competing in big
air skiing, and at the age of fifteen enrolled at Windells
Academy in Oregon for access to year-round training and
coaching;

Whereas, Nick was an excellent student and an outstanding
athlete at Windells Academy and earned an academic
scholarship to Westminster College in Salt Lake City, Utah;

Whereas, Nick has become a world-class athlete in the
men's freeski slopestyle event, representing the United States in
Sochi, Russia, at the 2014 Olympic Winter Games, where he
took home the bronze medal, and in PyeongChang, South
Korea, at the 2018 Games, where he earned the silver medal;

Whereas, Nick was back representing the United States at
the 2022 Winter Olympics in Beijing, China, where he again
captured the silver medal;

Whereas, Nick's silver medal was the product of his second
run, when he earned a top score of 86.48 after he nailed a
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switch double-twist Misty 1260 on the first jump, utilized the

quarterpipe takeoff on the second jump - the only skier to do so
- and ended the run with back-to-back double cork 1440s, and

Whereas, Being the first native Hoosier in more than 100
years to win medals in three different Olympics, Nick has
secured a place in Hoosier sports history: Therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly
of the State of Indiana, the House of Representatives
concurring:
