WHEREAS, The Kansas Mission of Mercy Dental Project is a project of the Kansas Dental
Charitable Foundation; and

WHEREAS, The Kansas Dental Association founded the Kansas Dental Charitable Foundation
in 2002 as a 501(c)(3) foundation: Now, therefore,
