been born in Johnson County on June 17, 1949, to Worth Goble and the late Lorraine 4 

Burton Goble; and  5 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was an active and loyal member of Rockhouse 6 

Freewill Baptist Church, where she organized the church's candlelight service each 7 

Christmas, assisted with the Christmas play and Vacation Bible School, and was a 8 

substitute Sunday school teacher; and  9 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was a graduate of Prestonsburg Community 10 

College, where she is a distinguished alumna, the University of Kentucky, and Morehead 11 

State University; and  12 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was a longtime educator, retiring from Johnson 13 

Central High School in 2004. While at Johnson Central she took on several duties, 14 

including teaching English and journalism, editing the school newspaper, assisting the 15 

swim team, girls' and boys' basketball teams, and coaching the cheerleading and girls' golf 16 

team; and  17 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett led her teams at JCHS to several runner-up and 18 

regional golf championships, and saw one of her golfers win an individual state 19 

championship. A member of the KHSAA Golf Board, she worked at summer golf camps 20 

and at the Paintsville Golf Course, and assisted the Morehead State University Dr. Rex 21 

Chaney Golf Academy for more than two decades; and  22 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was instrumental in fundraising to help provide 23 

golf scholarships for area youth; and  24 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was a longtime supporter of 4-H, serving on the 25 

local council and attending state conferences throughout her life; and  26 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was inducted into Johnson Central High School's 27 
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first Hall of Fame class in 2006; and  1 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett served in many capacities for the Kentucky 2 

Retired Teachers Association, and in 2016 she was nominated to become President of the 3 

organization; and  4 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett, beloved educator and cherished daughter, wife, 5 

mother, grandmother, and sister, departed this earthly life on March 1, 2019, leaving all 6 

those who were touched by her presence in solemn mourning; and  7 

WHEREAS, Cathy Goble Gullett was preceded in death by her brother, Worth 8 

Goble II, and mother, Lorraine Burton Goble. She is survived by her husband of 44 years, 9 

Nelson Hall Gullett; son, Nelson Worth Gullett and his wife, Elizabeth Martyn Gullett; 10 

granddaughter, Catherine Jennilee Gullett; father, Worth Goble; sisters, Connie (Harold 11 

Dean) Meek and Chris (Malchom) Ratliff; and a host of other family members, friends, 12 

and loved ones who will dearly miss her presence in their lives; 13
